Reporte 1
Anilisis lingiiistico-cuantitativo de Narcisismo en Frankenstein: Deteccion de Patrones
Grandiosos, Vulnerables y Vicarios

Resumen Ejecutivo

El andlisis con deteccién mejorada identificd 278 patrones lingiiisticos distribuidos entre 11
personajes, revelando una estructura narcisista mas compleja de lo esperado.

Hallazgos Principales

1. Victor Frankenstein muestra narcisismo MIXTO: 174 patrones incluyen tanto grandiosos
como vulnerables

2. Los "vicarios" detectados NO exhiben el perfil lingliistico esperado de hablar
principalmente del otro

3. Justine es el unico personaje con perfil vulnerable claro en pronombres y patrones

4. Los no-narcisistas usan 3-4 veces menos subjuntivos que los grandiosos

1. VICTOR FRANKENSTEIN: Narcisismo Grandioso con Elementos Vulnerables
Total: 174 patrones (62.6% del total)
1.1 Perfil de Pronombres

e Primera persona (Yo/mi/me): 64.4%

o Tercera persona (El/ella): 28.6%

e Segunda persona (Tu): 7.0%



Interpretacion: Discurso altamente egocéntrico, tipico del grandioso.

1.3 HALLAZGO CRITICO: Victor Tiene Patrones Vulnerables

A) Vulnerable Victim (3 patrones):

3. "lam malicious because | am miserable." (pag. 217)

Analisis: Victor se auto-victimiza, culpando a su miseria por su maldad. Esto es narcisismo
vulnerable, no grandioso puro.

B) Vulnerable Demand (5 patrones):

1. "You, my creator, abhor me; what hope can | gather from your fellow creatures, who
owe me nothing?" (pag. 141)

2. "Still thou canst listen to me and grant me thy compassion." (pag. 143)
3. "She shall atone... she could give me." (pag. 214)
4. "...for the sake of the information they might give me." (pag. 238)

5. "I hoped to induce you to grant me a boat." (pag. 321)



Analisis: Victor demanda, exige, reclama. Siente que se le debe compasion, ayuda,
comprension.

1.4 Interpretacidon: Narcisismo Mixto o Colapso Grandioso
Dos posibilidades:

A) Narcisismo Mixto: Victor oscila entre grandiosidad ("I alone should discover") y
vulnerabilidad ("I am miserable").

B) Colapso del Grandioso: Cuando la fantasia grandiosa falla (la Criatura lo rechaza), Victor
colapsa en vulnerabilidad.

Evidencia para B: Los patrones vulnerables aparecen en pdginas 141-321, después de que su
creacion falla. Los grandiosos aparecen en paginas 26-141, durante su proyecto.

Conclusion: Victor muestra el ciclo narcisista completo: inflacion grandiosa = colapso -
victimizacion.

e Solo 1 "vulnerable_victim" (Ultima pagina, 342)

Interpretacion: Walton representa la fase antes del colapso. Aun esta en la fantasia grandiosa,
no ha fracasado todavia.

Conclusion: Los personajes clasificados como "vicarios" NO exhiben el perfil lingiiistico del
narcisismo vicario.

3.3 ¢Por Qué Falldpara la Deteccidn Vicaria?
Hipétesis 1: Paginas insuficientes
¢ Alphonse: 12 paginas
¢ Waldman: 3 paginas
e Krempe: 3 paginas
e Ernest: 3 paginas
Con tan pocas paginas, el analisis de pronombres puede no ser representativo.
Hipétesis 2: El vicario no usa subjuntivos
El narcisismo vicario podria manifestarse mas en INDICATIVOS que en subjuntivos:
o "My son is brilliant." (indicativo, apropiacion directa)
o "l have provided everything for him." (indicativo, habilitacidn)
o "His success reflects on our family." (indicativo, fusion)

Los patrones vicarios buscaban subjuntivos como "he should be", "he will be", pero los vicarios
podrian hablar en indicativo.

Hipétesis 3: Frankenstein no tiene vicarios fuertes

Es posible que Mary Shelley simplemente no escribié personajes vicarios fuertes. Alphonse es
un padre ausente, Waldman aparece brevemente, Krempe es antagonista.

El verdadero "vicario" podria ser la sociedad/universidad que habilita a Victor, no un personaje
individual.

3.4 El Unico Patrén Vicario de Alphonse

"But she will be tried to-day, and you will then hear all." (pag. 106)



Analisis: Alphonse habla del destino de Justine. Usa "she will be" proyectando lo que le ocurrira.
Pero es un solo ejemplo en 12 péaginas.

Otros patrones de Alphonse:
e 3"should"
e 2 "would have"
e 1"conditional"
e 1"wish"

Todos estos son patrones grandiosos/generales, no vicarios especificos.

4. JUSTINE: El Vulnerable Auténtico
Total: 6 patrones (2.2% del total)
4.1 Perfil de Pronombres: EL PATRON VULNERABLE
¢ Primera persona (Yo0): 37.0%
o Tercera persona (El/ella): 56.0%
¢ Segunda persona (Tu): 7.0%
iEste ES el perfil vulnerable!
Justine habla MAS de otros (56%) que de si misma (37%). Contrasta dramaticamente con:
e Victor (grandioso): Yo=64%, El/ella=29%
o Walton (grandioso): Yo=58%, El/ella=29%
4.2 Los 6 Patrones de Justine
1-2. "Should" (2 patrones):

"Yet she appeared confident in innocence and did not tremble, although gazed on and execrated
by thousands, for all the kindness which her beauty might otherwise have excited was
obliterated in the minds of the spectators by the imagination of the enormity she was supposed
to have committed." (pag. 111)

"I hope the character | have always borne will incline my judges to a favourable interpretation
where any circumstance appears doubtful... | do not pretend that my protestations should
acquit me." (pdg. 112)



Analisis: Incluso declarandose inocente, Justine se subordina a las expectativas de otros
("supposed to", "should").

3. "Would have" (1 patrén):

"Several strange facts combined against her, which might have staggered anyone who had not
such proof of her innocence as | had." (pag. 111)

4. "Conditional" (1 patrén):

"When one inquired where she had passed the night, she replied that she had been looking for
the child and demanded earnestly if anything had been heard concerning him." (pag. 112)

5-6. "Negative imperative" (2 patrones):
"Do not fear." (pag. 120)
"I do not fear to die... that pang is past."” (pag. 120)

Analisis: Justine intenta consolar a otros ("Do not fear") incluso cuando ella es la condenada.
Prioriza las emociones ajenas sobre las propias.

4.3 Justine como Victima Genuina vs. Narcisista Vulnerable
Pregunta critica: ¢Justine es vulnerable por narcisismo o por ser victima real?
Evidencia de victima genuina:
e Estd falsamente acusada
e Serd ejecutada injustamente
e Su"subordinacién" es contextual, no patoldgica
Evidencia de patrén vulnerable:
e Proporciona pronombres: mas "ella" que "yo"
e Sesubordina a expectativas externas
e Consolida a otros en su propio sufrimiento

Conclusion: Justine podria ser un caso donde victima real y patron vulnerable convergen. O el
patron vulnerable es inducido por el contexto (prision, juicio inminente).

5. LA CRIATURA: El Vulnerable Subdetectado



Total: 1 patrén (0.4% del total)

5.1 El Problema

La Criatura narra ~70 paginas (144-214), pero solo se detecté 1 patrén.
El patrén detectado:

"If you had listened to the voice of conscience and heeded the stings of remorse before you had
urged your diabolical vengeance to this extremity, Frankenstein would yet have lived." (pag. 339)

Andlisis de esta frase:
e Culpabilizacion: "If you had" = responsabiliza a Victor

¢ Condicional contrafactico: "Frankenstein would yet have lived" = reconstruye pasado
alternativo

¢ Evasidon de responsabilidad: No dice "Yo maté", sino "Ta causaste que yo matara"
Este es narcisismo vulnerable en su forma mas pura: culpar al otro por las propias acciones.
5.2 Anadlisis de Pronombres

e Primera persona: 49.1%

e Tercera persona: 16.4%

e Segunda persona: 34.4%
iProporcion muy alta de "you/your"!
Esto sugiere que la Criatura culpa constantemente (alta segunda persona = "you did this").
5.3 ¢Por Qué Solo 1 Patron?
Posibilidad 1: Las paginas 144-214 no fueron correctamente analizadas.

Posibilidad 2: La Criatura narra en indicativo pasado su historia ("l learned", "I discovered"), no
en subjuntivo especulativo.

Posibilidad 3: Los patrones vulnerables buscados no capturan el estilo de la Criatura.
5.4 Patrones Vulnerables de Victor que Podrian Ser de la Criatura

Recuerda que Victor tiene 3 "vulnerable_victim" y 5 "vulnerable_demand".
Revisemos las paginas:

e "lam miserable, and they shall share my wretchedness." (pag. 141)
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e "lam alone and miserable." (pag. 214)
e "lam malicious because | am miserable." (pag. 217)
Paginas 141, 214, 217 estan en el rango de la Criatura (144-214) o justo después.

CONCLUSION: Estos patrones probablemente SON de la Criatura, pero fueron atribuidos a
Victor porque:

1. La pagina 141 esta en zona de transicién

2. Elsistema no distinguiod bien entre narracion de Victor vs. didlogo de la Criatura

Anadlisis: Usa "as if" para expresar vulnerabilidad genuina ante amenaza real (Justine condenada
injustamente), no para dramatizar.

Contraste con Victor:

Victor usa "as if" 22 veces para dramatizarse. Elizabeth lo usa 4 veces para describir situaciones
objetivamente amenazantes.

Proporcidn: Victor usa "as if" 5.5 veces mas que Elizabeth, a pesar de tener solo ~10 veces mas
paginas.

Interpretacion: Uso compasivo del subjuntivo. "Do not despair" no es manipulacion, sino
consuelo genuino a la Criatura.

6.4 Patrén No-Narcisista
Caracteristicas:
1. Uso moderado de subjuntivos (3-4x menos que grandiosos)
2. Contextos apropiados: Preocupacién real, no dramatizacion
3. Sin reescritura obsesiva del pasado (bajo "would have")
4. Sin imposicidn de "cdmo deberian ser las cosas" (bajo "should")

5. Pronombres balanceados: No egocentrismo extremo ni subordinacién extrema

7. Comparacion Cuantitativa Global

7.1 Patrones por Tipo de Narcisismo

Interpretacion: Los grandiosos usan 7 veces mas subjuntivos que los no-narcisistas.

7.2 Dominio del "Should"

Hallazgo: El "should" domina en TODOS los personajes, pero:
e Los grandiosos tienen cantidades absolutas masivas (100+ usos)

e Los no-narcisistas tienen cantidades bajas (~6-12 usos)

Hallazgo CLAVE:

Los "vicarios" detectados tienen MAS "yo" que los grandiosos. Esto sugiere que NO son vicarios

verdaderos.

El Unico perfil distintivo es el vulnerable (Justine/Criatura): menos "yo", mas "él/ella" y "td".

8. Conclusiones

8.1 Validaciones del Analisis

El subjuntivo ES marcador del narcisismo grandioso
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e Victor y Walton usan 7x mas subjuntivos que no-narcisistas
¢ Dominado por "should" (rechazo de la realidad) y "would have" (arrepentimiento)
Los no-narcisistas usan menos subjuntivos y de forma mas apropiada
e Elizabeth, Clerval, De Lacey: uso moderado, contextual
Victor muestra narcisismo mixto o colapso
e Patrones grandiosos (100 "should") + vulnerables (8 patrones de victimizacion)
e Sugiere ciclo narcisista completo
El vulnerable se distingue por proporcion de pronombres
e Justine: 56% "él/ella" vs. 37% "yo"
e Criatura (inferido): 34% "tu" (culpabilizacién)
8.2 Limitaciones del Analisis
K La deteccién de vicarios fallé
e Solo 1 patrdn vicario especifico detectado
e Perfiles de pronombres no coinciden con lo esperado

e Posibles razones: pocas pdginas, vicarios hablan en indicativo, o Frankenstein no tiene
vicarios fuertes

K La Criatura esta subdetectada

e Solo 1 patrén en ~70 paginas

e Probablemente porque narra en indicativo pasado

e Algunos de sus patrones fueron atribuidos a Victor
K Paginas insuficientes para personajes secundarios

¢ Waldman: 3 paginas

e Krempe: 3 paginas

e Ernest: 3 paginas

e Analisis de pronombres puede no ser representativo

8.3 Hipotesis sobre el Narcisismo Vicario
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éPor qué no se detecté?
Hipotesis A: El narcisismo vicario se manifiesta en indicativo, no subjuntivo:
o "My son is brilliant." (no "my son should be")
e "l have provided for him." (no "l should provide")
Hipétesis B: Frankenstein no tiene vicarios fuertes individuales:
e Alphonse es ausente
e Waldman/Krempe son breves
e Elverdadero "vicario" es la universidad/sociedad que habilita a Victor
Hipétesis C: Los "vicarios" detectados son en realidad grandiosos secundarios:
e Alphonse: Yo=68% (habla de si mismo)
e Waldman: Yo=71% (habla de si mismo)
e No son vicarios, son simplemente personajes con menos protagonismo
8.4 Frankenstein como Estudio del Narcisismo
Mary Shelley capturé:
1. El grandioso en su apogeo (Victor joven, Walton)
o Fantasia de excepcionalidad
